Group Categories

Open: All genders with players being at least 18 years of age to register.
Over 30: Open to all genders with players being 30 years of age or older.
Women: Open to women who are at least 18 years of age.

Mixed:  Open to women and men at least 18 years of age.

Rosters
Once the players have signed the registration form and it is accepted by the Tournament no further changes to the roster can be made. There are no call-ups
permitted.

Team Uniforms
Each team is required to supply its team with matching jerseys. The jerseys must have a unique number on the back of the jersey. Taped numbers will not be
accepted.

Field
The fields are 27 by 30 yards with goals measuring 6 foot by 6 foot.

Game Duration
The game will consist of two (2) 12 minute halves with a 2 minute pause between halves. Teams will switch ends at the half.

Game Grace
Teams will be afforded a 5 minute grace period before a game is called. If the team is not on the pitch and ready to start within 5 minutes of the designated
start time, the team will forfeit the match. No rain dates.

Games Rules - OSA Rules of Mini Soccer apply to this event which includes the following:

e No offsides. No slide tackles

e Aregulation size 4 ball shall be used for games

e  5yard rule applies on dead balls

. Kick-ins as opposed to throw ins

e Allkicks are direct, kick-ins, dead ball kicks, free kicks, corner kicks and penalty kicks

. Deliberate handling of the ball in your defensive zone that in the opinion of the game official denies an obvious goal scoring opportunity will result
in a penalty against your side and at the referees discretion a red card.

e  Substitutions are at any stoppage of play with the game official’s permission. Substitutions should be made at mid field.

. Delay of game will result at the referee’s discretion in a yellow card being earned.

. Discipline is as outlined under OSA policy and will be by DBR (Discipline by Review). A hearing may be requested within 30 minutes of the end of a
game in which the event occurred.
